2600 years ago a book was written that is required reading for the CIA, military 

intelligence and Marine Corps reading program, which is the Chinese “Art of War” 13 

chapters and in the 3rd chapter 18th principle it reads. 

 

“If you know your enemy and know yourself you need not fear the result of a 

hundred battles,  

if you know yourself but not the enemy for every victory gained you will suffer a 

defeat.  

If you know neither the enemy nor yourself, you will succumb in every battle” 

 

If you know yourself and your enemy you can win, and need not fear. This is true with 

addiction. 

 

Who is the enemy? 

 

Eph. 6:12 we do not war against flesh and blood but principalities and powers of evil 

 

John Phillips teaches about that verse:  

“Our enemies are not people. We must see beyond people. Satan may use people to 

persecute us, lie to us, cheat us, hurt us, or even kill us. But our real enemy lurks in the 

shadows of the unseen world, moving people as pawns on the chessboard of time. As 



long as we see people as enemies and wrestle against them, we will spent our strength in 

vein.” 

 

‘Today we seem to focus on the people rather than the physical battle and physical 

survavil when we know that all will die eventually and will be required to stand before 

god explain how they fought the spiritual battle not the physical battle because everyone 

will die. and as long as we do this we will continue to lose the spiritual fight.. 

  

How Satan accomplishes his will today in the bible by verbs of action. Beguiles, seduces, 

opposes resists deceives ambushes hinders buffets tempts persecutes blastfeams.and sows 

terror etc. etc.  all are devisive and destructive.

Jn. 8:44 the father of lies Rev. 12:9 deceives the whole world 

 

B. Satan is the great divider, must devide and conquer one third in the pre- existence 

Divided the first family as Csain kills his brother Able 

Aninais the High priest to devide loyalty and money 

 

Did you ever wonder why there are so many churches,  Satan even goes to church to

The Strategies of Satan: 

How does he do it? 

 

1. The strategy of indifference.  That he doesn’t really exist, He is not real- just a 

cartoon  or just Hollywood not real. The threat is not real is the goal he has to put 

in the mind of man. Satan wants to be invisible and hides himself in the arts and 

activities of the world  appearing good, 2 cor. 11:14 as an angel of light. 1 Jn. 

5:19.. The whold world us under him. if Satan goes to and fro walking on the 

earth he has passed by you often again Eph. 6:11-12  Against, against, against. 



Against means swimming upstream. When we are indifferent we become the 

victims and not the victors without even knowing it.  The spiritual battle ground 

today has become a immoral playground.  Only 35% of Christians believe that he 

is real.  We are in a spiritual world is no longer seen as a battleground but a 

playground. Instead fight but frolic. Perusing life as we want it not looking unto 

futurity. Sin is considered recreation. Satan is organized and he is not indifferent. 

 

2. Ignorance.  Satan depends on our ignorance of his strategies and doctrine.  The 

Paul Hebert, wrote an article entitled, “The flaw of excluded middle” something 

he saw in the mission field.  There is heaven and there is the earth Spiritual and 

earth, of which we know, but there is a middle ground where Satan and his 

emissaries work. (Wilford Woodruff in Preston) Missionaries know of this middle 

ground, some have seen it, feel it, and experience it, there is a realm as real as life 

in which the armies of satan organize and fight the spiritual battles of progression 

that many are ignorant of being blinded by the satanic onslaught of popular 

philosophies introduced by the emissaries’ of evil. This is a ground where we 

know very little in our ignorance.  This is one reason for the Book of Mormon a 

record of a fallen people. Satan often stand next to us and we are not aware that he 

is even there.  The spiritual war is fought in this middle ground as we placate our 

minds thinking  only of heaven and earth.   41:10 min   

 

3. Infiltration  Eph. 4:27 don’t give place to the devil.  Allowing things in their 

lives that shouldn’t be there, thoughts words friends, music, and visuals.  Proverbs 

6:27,  Can you take fire to your bosom and not be burned.  Who can handle a coal 

and not get black.  Thought life lifestyole choices and wonder why they get 

burned. Stop a dog from eating chickens. Or the wild cow and donkey. Satan will 

hang his wrotton garbage on our life making it unfit for Christian habitation. 

Don’t rationalize any spiritual failure in your life.  

 

4. Intervention. ‘Interference between two states’. Satan has his intervention 

program, to do his will Satan Loves to interfere in the lives of Christians. He 

seeks to keep people from having the time to be a follower of Christ to take their 

time, energy and resources in a selfish way for prideful pastimes.  

 

A Devotional once imagined a convention of Satan’s policies: 

 

1. Keep them busy with non essentials 

2. Tempt them to overspend and go into debt. 

3.  Make them work long hours to maintain empty lifestyles. (spending money on 

things you don’t need to impress people you don’t like) 

4. Discourage them from spending family time, for when homes disintergrate, 

there’s no refuge from work. 

5. Over-stimulate their minds with television and computers so they can’t hear 

God speaking to them.  

6. Fill their coffee tables and nightstands with newspapers and magazines so they 

have no time to read the scriptures.  



7. Flood their mailboxes and emails with sweepstakes, and promotions, and get-

rich schemes.  And Keep them chasing material things.  

8. Put glamorous models on TV and magazines covers to keep them focused on 

outward appearances; so that they will be dissatisfied with themselves and 

dissatisfied with their mates. 

9.  Make sure couples are too exhausted for physiucak ubntunacyt; that wayt the’ll 

be tempted to look elsewhere.  

10. Emphasize Santa dn the Easter Bunny; that way youy’lldivert them from the 

real meaning of the holidays.   

11. Involve them in ‘good’ causes so they will not have time for eternal causes. 

12. Make them self-suffcient, keep them busy working in their own strength so 

that they’ll never know the joy of God’s power working through them.

Like a dog on a leash he has a territory and 

limits placed on what he can do. God allows stan the freedom he has so that we 

can learn to depend on God for all things and victory in our lives.  1 John 3:8
